Established in 1898, the Corona Fire Department has

grown from an all-volunteer department prior to 1965,

to a paid-part volunteer department, and in 1972 be-

came a full-time paid pro-

fessional department.

Staffing:

The Corona Fire Department maintains full staffing

on each piece of apparatus around the clock.

Based on seven locations the

Department currently staffs

seven advanced life support

fire engines, one truck compa-

ny, one squad and one chief

officer, 24 hours per day.

Each engine company and the truck are staffed

with 1 fire captain, 1 fire engineer, 1 firefighter-

paramedic and 1 firefighter. The squad is staffed

with a fire engineer and a firefighter.

Emergency Medical Services

The Corona Fire Department provides protection for

our citizens with a full service response force. The

addition of Paramedics to fire department services is

saving lives in the community like never before. To

provide these advanced life care services, the Corona

City Council approved by Resolution what is called

the EMS Subscription Program.

When the fire department provides emergency medi-

cal care to a patient, a fee of $350 will be charged.

With the EMS Subscription program however, residen-

tial subscribers have the option to pay only $48 per

year in lieu of the fee, covering all permanent residents

of their household.

The newly annexed area of the City would have a two

year phase-in period for the EMS Subscription pro-

gram .

Integrated Fire Protection

Mixed wildland/urban interface is characterized by

isolated homes,

subdivisions and

small communi-

ties situated in

wildland settings.

Because of this

wildland/urban

interface, the

Corona Fire De-

partment is a participant in mutual aid plans and

agreements that provide “Unified Command”, with

surrounding fir`e agencies protecting state, federal and

local responsibility lands. These agreements provide

added resources such as engines, aircraft, hand crews

and dozers and whatever necessary to protect lives

and property in and around the City of Corona for

fires, as well as flooding and other emergencies.
